	Flourishing Focus Evaluation:
1. Presence & Engagement (Authenticity)
To what extent were pupils and adults truly present and engaged? Did people appear to want to be there? What evidence supports this? How inclusive was the language and approach for all backgrounds and beliefs?





	2. Invitation & Participation
How were pupils and adults invited (not required) to engage? What opportunities were there for meaningful participation? Were staff actively and authentically involved?




	3. Spiritual Flourishing (Pupils AND Adults)
How did this act of worship provide opportunities for: 
· stillness, reflection, prayer? 
· exploring big questions about life, meaning, and belief? 
· experiencing awe, wonder, joy, or peace? 
For pupils:
How did it support their spiritual development? 

For adults (staff and wider community):
